The art department was delighted to be able to offer year 12 and
13 the opportunity to attend a one-day drawing workshop with a
professional artist and life model from the Royal Academy Out-
reach programme. The programme develops young peopljfesbd
derstanding of the processes of drawing, and the role it plays in
creativity. Throughout the day the students preciousness faded
and confidence grew, resulting in some really remarkable pieces
of work that will be of great advantage to anyone going on to con-
tinue art in further education.
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Year 7 Glass Masterclass
Last term Year 7 students had a unique opportunity to attend a glass fusing
masterclass workshop at Theale Green School, run by Miss Bratton, who
specialises in this medium
Glass Fusing is the technique of using a kiln to join together pieces of glass;
it dates back as far as the ancient Mesopotamians in the second millennium
BC, where the process evolved from ceramics and metalworking tech-
nigues, with glass taking its place alongside gold and silver as a precious
material.
During the workshops, students looked at natural forms, drawing from ob-
servation in pencil and charcoal, and creating designs to be translated into
glass. In their final lesson, the students used watercolour to paint from the
fused glass. Twenty enthusiastic students all produced fantastic work!
